Michaux travels through Turkey, South America, India, and China
He writes and publishes books: “Un certain Plume” (1930), “Un barbare en Asie” (1933), “La nuit remue” 
(1935), “Voyage en Grande Garabagne” (1936)

1937
Michaux begins to draw and paint on a regular basis
First solo exhibition at the Libraire-Galerie de la Pléiade in Paris

1946
He begins experimental painting under the influence of drugs

1955
Michaux becomes a French citizen

1959
Participation in the documenta 2

1960
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Participation in the Venice Biennale
Michaux is awarded the Einaudi Prize

1964
Participation in the documenta 3

1965
Comprehensive retrospective at the Musée National d’Art Moderne in Paris
Michaux rejects the “Grand Prix National des Lettres” of the Republic of France

1977
Participation in the documenta 7

1978
Retrospective at the Centre Georges Pompidou, Paris, after that at the Solomon R. Guggenheim Museum,
New York, and the Musée d’Art Contemporain, Montreal

1984
Henri Michaux dies on October 19 in Paris
